In the above examples we notice that the word اللغة has a 

different إِعْرَاب i.e. grammatical role, in each of the three 

sentences. In the first example it is the مُبْتَدَأ in the second it is 

the ِمَفْعُوْلٌ بِه and in the last it is مَجْرُوْر by the preposition بَاء 
However in each case it is also مَوْصُوْف i.e. being described.   

To merely say that it is مَوْصُوْف in any particular sentence gives 

us no indication of its role in that sentence as we see that this is 
true for all three sentences.
